"Every gallon conserved is a victory for South Florida's environment
because it is one of our most precious natural resources," said SFWMD
Governing Board Chairman Chauncey Goss. "We all can do our part in big

For 21 years, Florida has
recognized Water
Conservation Month in April.
The District's Comprehensive
Water Conservation Plan
includes voluntary and
incentive-based initiatives,
regulatory work, education
and outreach. The amount of
water used by the region's
8.1 million residents has
fallen from near 180 gallons
of water per person per day
in 2000 to about 135 gallons
in 2018.

SFWMD continues to lead by example by:

o Working with the University of Florida's Institute of Food and
Agricultural Sciences to certify nine SFWMD-owned facilities for
implementing Florida-Friendly Landscaping that helps conserve

water.

o Conducting indoor and outdoor water audits at all District facilities.
o Creating and helping organizations complete the Self-Assessment
Guide for Commercial and Institutional Water Efficiency

Improvement.

o Reducing residential watering to two or three days per week,
depending on the county by implementing a Year-Round Irrigation

Rule.



o Hosting a yearly Water Conservation EXPO and Vendor Fair to
showcase latest innovations to help reduce water use.

o Encouraging local governments and municipalities to publicly
declare proclamations supporting water conservation in the
communities.

Along with these successful efforts, the District supports many water-
saving initiatives. Through the Cooperative Funding Program, SFWMD
contributed approximately $1 million between 2016 and 2018 to help
fund 26 projects by local utilities and municipalities that are estimated to
conserve about 861 million gallons per year. SFWMD has been offering
funding assistance for local conservation projects for more than 10 years.

Education and outreach programs highlighted the benefits of water
conservation through more than 60 speaking engagements by SFWMD
staff over the past year. SFWMD also utilized its communication channels
to spread the message of conservation to tens of thousands of visitors to
SFWMD's conservation website, www.sfwmd.gov/savewaterfl or its
social media channels like Twitter and Facebook.

The District also administers the Florida Water Star program, increasing
water efficiency for homes, commercial properties and communities.
More than 2,300 single-family homes and four commercial properties
have met the program's water-saving goals.

With the voluntary WaterCHAMP program, 106 hotels in 16
municipalities have installed water conservation devices or made
changes in linen service covering more than 8,800 rooms. The water
savings average 20 gallons per night per occupied room.

SFWMD also follows Year-Round Water Conservation Measures that
target outdoor irrigation, which can account for up to half of the
residential water use in South Florida.

Basic water conservation practices include:

« Replacing aerators in kitchens and bathroom sinks with models
rated for 1.5 gallons per minute of less.



« Watering the lawn based on its actual needs and following the
District's year-round landscape irrigation water conservation
measures and/or local ordinances.

o Installing low-flow appliances, such as dishwashers.

o Installing low-flow water fixtures, such as showerheads.
