CALL TO ORDER, ROLL CALL, PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE: Mayor Flinn called the
meeting to order at 7:25 pm. Councilwoman Cunningham led the pledge of
allegiance. The following members of the Village Council were present:

Reading of decorum statement/Swearing in of witnesses: Attorney Lehtinen swore
in those individuals who wished to speak.

Approval of Minutes:

a. January 25, 2016 Zoning Hearing: Councilwoman Siegel Lara moved to approve
the Minutes. Seconded by Councilman Schaffer. All voted in favor. The Minutes
passed unanimously (4-0.)

Public Hearing Item:

ITEM 1: The following item is being considered pursuant to Division 30-30.6 of

the Village’s Land Development Code:

Request: Increase the amount of lot coverage from 32% to 37%, and reduce

both the east and west side setbacks from 15’ to 6’ to allow for the
construction of a new single family home.

Councilman Schaffer moved this item forward. Seconded by Councilwoman Siegel
Lara.
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The Council provided the following disclosures:

Mayor Flinn stated that he reviewed the application, is familiar with the property, did
not speak to anyone, and will remain impartial. The other members of the Council
individually indicated the same.

Zoning Administrator Travis Kendall provided staff report.

Mayor Flinn asked how many more variances would be required to correct this
neighborhood. He stated that precedence was set by a past variance and several
homes have gone through this procedure.

Mr. Kendall advised that EM zoning are for large parcels and there are five lots outside
of Deering Estate that already have homes on them. He explained that this property is
the last remaining parcel and future applications would not receive staff support.

Mayor Flinn replied that staff has not explained why the applicant requires a variance;
if there is a hardship that prohibits building on the lot, it should be stated. He added
that if the area needs to be fixed legislatively, then the Council should correct the
entire neighborhood.

Director Delsalle explained that a previous Council had permitted the lots to be
divided, which created the precedence.

Councilwoman Siegel Lara stated that there are older homes east of this site on narrow
lots and asked if those neighbors could tear down their home and request a narrow
setback.

Director Delsalle stated that tearing down the home would result in a legal non-
conforming situation and if they tore down their home, they would have to abide by
different codes.

Mayor Flinn recalled that the Village had previously vacated the alleyway behind the
properties.

Director Delsalle stated that there is a 50% rule for repairs or reconstruction; if the rule
applies, the new code is triggered and the owner would have to build in accordance
with the new code. He stated that smaller homes could be built of the approximate
width of a townhome.

Attorney Lehtinen remarked that the aerial map shows the EM zoning with several
non-conforming and conforming parcels. He stated that with the replatting, it is fair
for the applicant to argue that the presumption was with the replatted parcel, the
middle home should be allowed to develop in a similar fashion. Following brief
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comment, he opined that the parcel is entitled to some beneficial use and meets the
hardship standard.

The architect for the applicant and the applicant, Cyrus Naziri, came forward and
stated that the house proposed is appropriate to the area and that the bulk of the
home would be built toward the rear of the property.

Mayor Flinn opened the public hearing. Neighbors, Patrick and Eva Rengstl, 7260 SW
164 Terrace, opposed the application due to the decreased side setbacks, arguing that
the house could be built smaller. Mrs. Rengstl stated that she would suffer from the
construction and the Council would set precedence.

Attorney Lehtinen stated that the Rengstl’s home received a variance for a six foot side
yard setback and the max lot coverage is 32%, which is less than 37%. Mr. Rengstl
stated that they purchased the home following the variance request.

Director Delsalle asked the Rengstl’s for their home’s square footage. Mr. Rengstl
advised that the home is a 4-bedroom/4-bath home that is 3,600 square feet.

Councilman Schaffer expressed that he believes the Council must decide between the
opinion of the neighbor and the rights of the property owner. Mr. Rengstl advised that
the home was constructed on a small piece of land, with a lot size similar to other
homes in the area that are 2-bedrooms/1-bath.

Mayor Flinn asked the Rengstl’s for their current setback. Mr. Rengstl stated the
setback was six feet.

Councilman Schaffer asked Attorney Lehtinen if the current homeowner would have
reasonable expectation if a variance had not been given for the adjacent property.
Attorney Lehtinen stated that the property is a non-conforming lot and nothing would
be able to be constructed without a variance. He noted that the question of
expectation is difficult, from a legal viewpoint, as if there is 32% lot coverage on one
side and 32% on the other, it would appear that it would be reasonable to believe that
a 32% lot coverage would be granted. He added that with two lots on each side having
been given a 6’ setback by variance, it would not be reasonable to expect that more
than 6’ would be required. He concluded that there would be confident substantial
evidence to support a 6’ side setback and there would be substantial competent
evidence to support 32% lot coverage; and, that to deny permission to receive a
variance of some type to allow construction may be considered a taking.

(A brief recess was taken in order for the applicant to meet with the neighbors and the
attorney.)

Mayor Flinn closed the public hearing.
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Village Manager Ed Silva stated that as the houses to the east and west have 6’ setback
and 35% lot coverage, it would make sense that the same be provided, as the area is
EM trending.

Mayor Flinn remarked that this application is an example of planning by variance.
Attorney Lehtinen noted it was actually the platting that created these parcels.

Councilman Schaffer stated that while the Council is not legally bound, the Council
should be considerate of the landowner and rule in an equitable fashion.

Councilwoman Cunningham stated that she supports the 37% lot coverage, but is
opposed to the 6’ setback.

Councilwoman Siegel Lara expressed her support, stating that the homes are
“spectacular” and moving next to an empty lot is risky. She advised the Rengstl’s that
she is familiar with their home and it was constructed by the same architect and
builder.

Councilman Schaffer stated that a comprehensive zoning review of this area should be
performed by staff. Councilwoman Siegel Lara concurred.

Councilman Schaffer moved to reduce the requested lot coverage from 37% to 35%.

Attorney Lehtinen opined that there is substantial competent evidence to support this
motion.

Councilwoman Siegel Lara seconded the motion. All voted in favor of the motion (4-0.)

Mayor Flinn called the question to approve the variance with 35% lot coverage and 6’
side setback. The matter passed (3 to 1, Councilwoman Cunningham being the sole
opposition.)

A. GENERAL INFORMATION

REQUEST: Pursuant to Division 30-110, and 30-30.5, The Grace Pentecostal Chutch
of Miami Inc., is requesting approval of a site plan establishing a place of worship to
include vatiances reducing the required south side setback from 50 feet to .5 feet and
reducing the requited west side setback from 50 feet to 42 feet.

B. BACKGROUND

The propetty is located at 17510 South Dixie Highway. The site is currently developed with
a 6,179 square foot commercial building. The applicant is seeking approval to establish a
public assembly use pursuant to the provisions of Division 30-110 which also includes a site
plan review as provided at section 30-30.5. The proposal includes 1,600+ sq. ft., addition at
the southwest cotner of the property. The addition is match the existing .5 foot setback of
the existing building on the south side and provide a 42 foot setback from the west property
line. The size of the proposed addition is less than 30% of the existing structure and
therefore is eligible for expansion pursuant to DUV provisions. However, Section 30-
110(1)(b) requites places of public assembly to provide a 50 foot setback regardless of
zoning district. This standard is based upon a suburban development model and precedes
the utban pattern envisioned by the Downtown Utrban Village district. As such, their
application also includes variance requests to reduce the south and west side interior
setbacks. Application of such a setback standards would be contrary to the general intent of
the DUV district which seeks to establish a more urban form. The single story addition is to

be 16 high.

C. ZONING HEARING HISTORY

On November 14, 1957, the Dade County Board of County Commissioners pursuant to
Resolution No. 11302 apptroved-a tezoning from RU-2 to BU-1A (Limited Business).
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On April 14, 1965, the Metropolitan Dade County Zoning Appeals Board pursuant to
Resolution No. 3-ZAB-153-65 approved a rezoning from RU-2 to BU-1A.

In and around 2009, the Mayot and Village Council of the Village of Palmetto Bay adopted
its own Land Development Code and Official Zoning Map which had the effect of rezoning
the propetty from BU-1A, Limited Business, to Franjo Traingle and U.S. 1 Island district.

On January 4", 2016 the Mayor and Village Council of the Village of Palmetto Bay adopted
Ordinance # 2016-04 establishing the Downtown Utban Village, rezoning the propetty.

The following is a review of Grace Pentecostals request to establish a place of public
assembly (place of worship) as teflected in the plans dated stamped February 25, 2014,
titled Proposed Grace Pentecostal Chutch, as prepared by Charles C. Mitchell (Site Plan),
and includes requests for variances and adoption of a site plan. The analysis is provided
in three (3) patts.

BY-LAWS
ARTICLE ONE
PURPOSE OF CORPORATION

1. The goals and purposes of the Corporation is to carry the whole Gospel of
Jesus Christ to the whole world; to establish an effective organized effort to

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Executive Summary

This report was prepared to document the traffic impacts associated with the subject project.
This project is located at 17510 South Dixie Highway in the Village of Palmetto Bay, Florida and
consists of expanding the existing building and increasing the capacity of the church from 100

to 225 seafs.

The trip generation characteristics for the subject project were obtained from [TE's Trip
Generation Manual, 9 Edition. Since the subject project is a church, the trip generation
calculations were performed for the Sunday peak hour, weekday AM and PM peak hour as we
as the Daily condition. The published data from ITE's Land Use 560 (Church) was utilized to
calculate the vehicle tips for the existing church with 100 seats and the proposed church with

225 seats.

The trip generation analysis for the Sunday peak hour yielded 77 net vehicle trips (38 frips-in & 39
trips-out). These frips were utilized in the operational analysis for the Sunday peak hour.
Moreover, the trip generation calculations for the weekday AM and PM peak hour resulted in 1
net vehicle frip for each peak hour. Based on our trip generation results, the proposed increase
of seats for the existing church will have a "de minimis" traffic impact during the roadway's
weekday AM and PM peak hour. Lastly, the subject project will generate 77 net daily trips

during a typical weekday.

The subject project is located within the Traffic Analysis Zone (TAZ) 1128 as assigned by the
Metropolitan Planning Organization's (MPO) on the Miami-Dade Transportation Plan (to the Year
2035) Directional Trips Distribution Report, October 2009. The corresponding fraffic distribution
percentages were determined by interpolating between the 2005 TAZ and 2035 TAZ data for the
expected design year of 2016. The resulting distribution percentages were ufilized to assign the
Sunday peak hour frips to the intersections within the study area.

Manual Turning Movement Counts (TMC's) were taken at the two intersections most impacted
by the subject project. These counts were. performed on Sunday, January 111, 2015 during the
Sunday peak period of 11:00 AM to 2:00 PM. Subsequently, the peak hour volumes for each
intersection were determined, adjusted for seasonal variations by utilizing the 2013 Florida
Department of Transportation (FDOT) Seasonal Factor and utilized in the operational analysis for
the existing condition. As a result, the intersections had the following acceptable Level of
Service (LOS):
o US1(SR 5/ South Dixie Highway) & SW 97th Avenue & Evergreen Street

o LOS B - Sunday peak hour
e US 1 (SR 5/ South Dixie Highway) & Evergreen Street
o LOS A - Sunday peak hour

The existing turning movement counts for Sunday peak hour were augmented with o
compounded background growth rate and the new project traffic fo develop the volumes for
the proposed condition with project in 2016. The proposed intersection volumes were utilized to
determine the future Level of Service at each intersection. Our analysis revealed that both
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intersections will mainiain the existing LOS as summarized above. Lastly, the project’s driveways
were dlso evaluated and resulted in LOS A. The following table summarizes the LOS results for
each intfersection and driveway.

In addition, this stfudy identified US 1 (SR 5) as the major roadway most impacted by the subject
project. As such, this state road was evaluated o determine the available capacity and Level
of Service (LOS) during the roadway's weekday AM and PM peck hour. Based on our roadway
analysis, UST (SR &) will operate at LOS C and will have sufficient roadway capacity to support
the subject project.

In conclusion, the subject project will have a "de minimis" traffic impact during the roadway's
weekday AM and PM peak hour. Additionally, the operational analysis for the Sunday peak
hour revealed that all the intersections within the study area will maintain the existing LOS for the
proposed future condition with new project traffic. Therefore, the new project traffic will not
adversely affect the traffic operations within the study area.

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Infroduction

The purpose of this study is to evaluate the ftraffic impacts associated with the proposed
increase of seats for the existing church located at 17510 South Dixie Highway in the Village of
Palmetto Bay, Florida. The analysis documented in this report evaluates the existing tfraffic
condition and proposed future condition with project traffic during roadway's weekday AM and
PM peak hour as well as the Sunday peak hour.

Project Location / Description

The subject project is located on the southwest corner of US 1 (SR 5/South Dixie Highway), SW
97t Avenue and Evergreen Street in the Village of Palmetto Bay, Florida. This project consists of
expanding the existing building and increasing the capacity of the church from 100 fo 225 seats.
Moreover, the existing church will maintain the two existing driveways (one at US 1/South Dixie
Highway and one at Evergreen Street). Figure 1 below depicts a location map and Figure 2 is
the site plan shown for illustrative purposes only.

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Existing Condition

This section of the report identifies operational and geometric characteristics of the intersections
and roadways within the study area. The purpose of this section is to provide a basis of
comparison to future conditions.

Turning Movement Counis (TMC's) - Sunday Peak Hour

Manual Turning Movement Counts (TMC's) were taken at the two intersections most impacted
by the subject project as identified below. These counts were performed on Sunday, January
11th, 2015 during the Sunday peak period of 11:00 AM to 2:00 PM. Subsequently, the peak hour
volumes for each intersection were determined, adjusted for seasonal variations by utilizing the
2013 Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) Seasonal Factor and utilized in the operational
analysis.  Traffic counts and operational characteristics were gathered at the following

intersections:

1. US 1 (SR 5/South Dixie Highway) - NB & SW 97th Avenue & Evergreen Street
2. US 1 (SR 5/South Dixie Highway) - SB & Evergreen Street

Intersection Level of Service (LOS) - Sunday Peak Hour

Using the existing seasonally adjusted turning movement counts, an operational analysis was
~ performed for the each of the intersections identified above. This analysis evaluates the traffic
operations at each intersection during the Sunday peak hour and provides outputs such Level of
Service (LOS), vehicular delay and queue lengths. Moreover, the operational analysis was
performed consistent with the current operational traffic characteristics (i.e. lane geometry,
traffic control, etc.) and following the Highway Capacity Manual (HCM) methodology by using
the Synchro 8 software.

Based on our analysis, the two intersection most impact by the subject project are operating at
overdll LOS B or better and within the acceptable LOS threshold., Table 1 summarizes the LOS
results and vehicular delay. Appendix E contains the supporting documentation.

Roadway Analysis - AM & PM Peak Hour (Weekday)

US 1 (SR 5 / South Dixie Highway) was identified as the major roadway most impacted by the
subject project and operates as a one-way facility within the project's vicinity. Based on the
Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT), this state road is a six-lane Class | arterial with
posted speed limit of 45 mph and travels in the northeast-southwest direction. Traffic counts for
this roadway were obtained from the FDOT database (Count Statfions 2562 & 2563) and utilized
to determine available capacity and Level of Service (LOS). Based on the published data, the
traffic counts were taken for 72 consecutive hours from August 27t through August 2%9th, 2013 for
US 1 (SR 5) One-Way SB and from October 22nd through October 24th, 2013 for US 1 (SR 5) One-

Way NB .

Moreover, the traffic data was utilized to identify the roadway's weekday AM and PM peak hour
volumes. The peak hour volumes were adjusted for seasonal variations by utilizing the
applicable FDOT Seasonal Factor and Axle Correction Factor. Using the existing seasonally
adjusted tfraffic volumes, US 1 (SR 5)was evaluated UTI|IZIHQ the generalized Table 4 of the 2013
"FDOT Quadlity / Level of Service andbook
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Based on our evaluation, US 1 (SR 5) operates at LOS C during the weekday AM and PM peak
hour condition. The resulting LOS is considered adequate and within the acceptable threshold.
Moreover, this analysis reveals that US 1 (SR 5) has available roadway capacity within the study
area. Table 2 summarizes the roadway volumes and LOS results for the weekday AM and PM
peak hour condition. Appendix F contains the supporting documentation.

The published data from ITE's Land
Use 560 (Church) was utilized fo calculate the vehicle frips for the existing church
with 100 seats and the proposed church with 225 seats.

The trip generation analysis for the Sunday peak hour yielded 77 net vehicle trips (38 frips-in & 39
trips-out). These frips were utilized in the operational analysis for the Sunday peak hour.
Moreover, the trip generation calculations for a typical weekday finds the weekday AM and PM
peak hour resulted in 1 net vehicle trip for each peak hour. Based on our frip generation results,
the proposed increase of seats for the existing church will have a "de minimis" traffic impact
during the roadway's weekday AM and PM peak hour. Lastly, the subject project will generate
77 net daily trips during a typical weekday.

Table 3 below summarizes the trip generation analysis for the Sunday peak hour while Table 4
contains the weekday AM and PM peak hour. Appendix A includes the ITE published data and

calculations.

Trip Distribution

The subject project is located within the Traffic Analysis Zone (TAZ) 1128 as assigned by the
Metropolitan Planning Organization's (MPO) on the Miami-Dade Transportation Plan (to the Year
2035) Directional Trips Distribution Report, October 2009. The corresponding traffic distribution
percentages were determined by interpolating between the 2005 TAZ and 2035 TAZ data for the
expected design year of 2016. The resulfing distribution percentages are ouilined in Table 5 and
were utilized to assign the Sunday peak hour trips to the intersections within the study area.
Figure 4 below depicts the TAZ map for the study area. Appendix B includes the supporting

documentation.

Trip Assignments

The net vehicle trips generated by the subject project during the Sunday peak hour have been
further distributed into the four quadrants. Table 6 includes the fraffic distribution percentages
with the corresponding frip assignments fo the North, South, East and West while Figure 5 depicts
the ingress and egress trips. Lastly, Figure 6 shows the net vehicle trips assigned to the
intersections within the study area and project driveways for the Sunday peak hour.

The proposed condition includes background fraffic growth frends and the new project traffic.
~ The following sections describe the parameters utilized to evaluate the proposed future
condition with project traffic during the Sunday peak hour. -

Background Traffic Growth

In order to address future background growth within the project's vicinity, a regression analysis
was performed using the 2013 Historical AADT Report data from two (2) FDOT count stations on
US 1 (SR 5). As a result, the highest growth rate of 0.55 percent was applied fo the existing traffic
data and compounded over two years to estimate the future traffic growth within the study
area. Appendix C includes the data and analysis performed to determine the growth rate.

Future Intersection Volumes - Sunday Peak Hour

The existing turning movement counts for the intersections within the study area were
augmented with a compounded background growth rate and the net new project traffic to
develop the volumes for the proposed future condition with project in 2016. The resulting
volumes were utilized in the operational analysis for the proposed future condition. Figure 7
depicts the proposed intersection volumes with project traffic for the Sunday peak hour.

Using the proposed Sunday peak hour volumes with project traffic from the figure above, an
operational analysis was performed for each intersection within the study area. Based on our
operational analysis, the two intersections most impacted by the subject project will operate at
overall LOS B or better during the Sunday peak hour. In fact, both infersections will maintain the
existing LOS. Lastly, the project's driveways were also evaluated and resulted in LOS A. Table 7
summarizes the LOS results while Appendix E includes the Synchro software sheets.

Roadway Analysis - AM & PM Peak Hour (Weekday)

The existing seasonally adjusted traffic volumes for US (SR 5) were grown over two (2) years with a
compounded traffic growth rate of 0.55 percent. The resulfing volumes represent the proposed
future condition without the project traffic in 2016. Subsequently, these volumes were
augmented with the project traffic and evaluated for LOS. Please note the weekday AM and
PM gross vehicle trips were utilized in this analysis as a conservative approach. As a result, our
analysis reveadled that sufficient roadway capacity exists to support the subject project.
Moreover, US 1 (SR 5) within the project's vicinity will maintain the existing LOS C for the proposed
future condition with project traffic in 2016. Table 8 summarizes the proposed roadway volumes
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and LOS for the weekday AM and PM peak hour. Appendix F contains the supporting
documentation.

Moreover, this project is expected to generate 77 new vehicle frips during the Sunday peak
hour. Based on our operational analysis for the proposed Sunday peak hour condition with the
new project traffic, the two intersections most impacted by the subject project will operate at
overall LOS B or better. In fact, the intersections will maintain the existing LOS during the Sunday
peak hour. Therefore, the subject project will not pose a negative traffic impact within the study
