Palmetto Bay Receives $40,000 Grant 
to Conduct Safe-Routes-to-School Study  

 Part of a nation-wide effort encouraging children to walk and bike to 
school also improves childhood health, air quality, community safety 

 
 

PALMETTO BAY, Fla., (Feb. 1, 2010) – The Village of Palmetto Bay will develop a Safe Route to 
School study, a result of being awarded a $40,000 grant from the Metropolitan Planning Organization 
(MPO) of Miami-Dade County. The full cost of the study is $50,000; the Village is committed to funding 
the additional $10,000 match from the Village’s Citizens’ Independent Transportation Trust (CITT) 
revenue account. The action came in the form of a resolution that passed unanimously during the 
Village’s monthly council meeting, Feb 1.   
 
Safe Routes to School is a national program that was developed to encourage children to walk and 
bicycle to school. The desired outcomes of such a program are wide ranging, and deal with traffic 
congestion, children’s health, environmental, and other quality of life issues. The program will primarily 
address the areas around the four public schools in Palmetto Bay and is certain to include 
improvements to parking areas and other infrastructure improvements to sidewalks, swales, and bike 
paths. 
 
"There is nothing more important than providing residents and families with safe routes," said Mayor 
Eugene Flinn. "Yes, this about being a green community, but more importantly it's about safety.” 
 
The study will involve users surveys, input by a technical advisory committee, field reviews, evaluation 
and development of routes, and production and distribution of Safe Routes maps for community use. 
 
Councilwoman Shelley Stanczyk noted, “This program will encourage kids to bike and walk to school, 
and in doing so, will support the image of Palmetto Bay as a leisure and recreation-minded community.” 
 
This grant award is a significant achievement for Palmetto Bay, considering the total pool of grant 
dollars ear-marked by this Municipal Grant Program was $150,000. The Council acknowledged the 
outstanding efforts of Joseph M. Corradino who consults with the Village on transportation issues, and 
for his assistance in the grant application process. Separately, his firm, The Corradino Group, was 
honored at the meeting with the American Planning Association’s Outstanding  Transportation Study 
award for its work with the Village's Bicycle Pedestrian Master Plan.
